Male dominated art history - Historically, men have mainly
been allowed to make and show art and have besen given
opportunitias and celebrated for their work. In the past womean
have not been able to make art or show it in public and when
allowed it was not as valued as it was for men.

Do you think this still happens today? Do you think it happens
in places other than art?

Ebony G Patterson creates her textile pleces to hide
figures and objects that represent stories. The work shows
how the storles of marginalised people have bean hiddan
and are waiting for people like you to see them and
uncover them, Marginalised means that someone Is made
to feel they are not as important. What is the opposite of
this? How can we make everyone feel ‘heard’ and ‘seen’
and included?

The artlst shows that something can be bath
happy and sad, violent but beautiful. What do you
think are the happy parts and what are the sad
parts?
